1 PROG Micro USB Connector Connect to upgrade the firmware.
2 SETUP 4-way DIP-Switches Set the operation DIP-switches (see Setting the DIP-Switches).
3 IN Buttons Press to select an HDMI input (button lights orange).
4 OUT LED Lights green when an HDMI output is connected.
5 ON LED Lights green when the device receives power.
6 HDMI™ IN Connectors Connect to an HDMI source (2 for VS-211X, 4 for VS-411X).
7 HDMI™ OUT Connector Connect to an HDMI acceptor.

Step 3: Install VS-211X/VS-411X

Install VS-211X / VS-411X using one of the following methods:
e Attach the rubber feet and place the unit on a flat surface.
e Fasten a bracket (included) on each side of the unit and attach it to a flat surface

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Step 4: Connect the inputs and outputs

Always switch OFF the power on each device before connecting it to your VS-211X. For best results, we recommend that you
always use Kramer high-performance cables to connect AV equipment to the VS-211X. VS-211X and VS-411X are identical
except for the number of inputs.
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Setting the DIP-Switches
DIP-switches 1, 2 and 3 are set to ON (down) by default and DIP-switch 4 is always set to OFF (up).
DIP-switch changes take effect immediately.

1 | Switching Mode OFF (up) — Manual mode. SETUP
ON (down) —Auto-switching mode.

2 | Auto-switching Mode OFF (up) — Priority switching mode: the device switches the source with the @
highest priority to the output. !
